	· Korean Traditional Music 
☐ Poongmul & Samul-Nori ________ 
Poongmul is a traditional Korean Folk Music that includes drumming, dance, and singing intermingled with drama. Samul-Nori is a genre of Korean traditional percussion music. Samul-Nori derives from Poongmul and is characterized by strong, accented rhythms, vibrant body movements, and an energetic spirit. 
☐ Gayaguem _________
The gayageum or kayagum is a traditional Korean zither-like string instrument, with 12 strings, although more recently variants have been constructed with 21 or other numbers of strings. It is probably the best known traditional Korean musical instrument. 
☐ Geomungo ___________
The geomungo or hyeongeum (literally "black zither") is a traditional Korean stringed musical instrument of the zither family of instruments with both bridges and frets.
☐ Haegeum (fiddle) ____________
Haegeum is a two – stringed, Korean traditional instrument that originated from Mongolia and was imported to Korea during the 13th Century. The Haegum mixes well with western instruments, so it has been used frequently in western-style music, such as pop music and cinema music. 
☐ Dae-geum ____________
The daegeum (also spelled taegum, daegum or taegŭm) is a large bamboo transverse flute used in traditional Korean music. It has a buzzing membrane that gives it a special timbre. It is used in court, aristocratic, and folk music, as well as in contemporary classical music, popular music, and film scores.
☐ Piri ___________
The piri is a Korean double reed instrument; used in both the folk and classical (court) music of Korea. It is made of bamboo. Its large reed and cylindrical bore gives it a sound mellower than that of many other types of oboe.
· Korean Traditional Dance 
☐ Buchae Chum(Korean fan dance) ___________
Buchae Chum is one of the most popular Korean folk dances which incorporates the use of fans decorated with feathers and painted flowers.
☐ Sogo Chum(small hand-drum dance) ___________
Sogo Chum is a dance with a small drum(Sogo) about 10 inches in diameter. This dance derives from Nongak, a Korean traditional “farmer’s music,” and untiizes the Bal Sawii and Chum Sawii techniques. 
☐ Jangu Chum(hourglass-shaped drum dance) __________
Janggu Chum is a very energetic and rhythmic dance where the performers dance white beating drums strapped to their bodies. The drums, called Janggu, are double-sided and shaped like an hourglass.
☐ Tae Pyeong Mu(dance of peace) __________
Tae Pyeong Mu is a Korean dance that is performed to pray for the peaceful reign of the king and for a good harvest. Tae Pyeong Mu has been designated as Korea’s important intangible Culture Treasure No. 92.
